“We installed a hitch with adequate (Class III?) capabilities. So that we could get the engine out if ever we needed to, I welded a plate to each side rail, 1/2 inch thick. Cross tube was 2X3 with plates welded to each end. Tube was then bolted to tapped side rail plates. Square tubing was welded to center of cross tube (at an angle) to get under the bumper. The cross tube was located under the oil pan

and forward of the cooling lines at a point to maximize ground clearance. We towed 6000 miles this last summer with absolutely no hitch problems.”
